PLEASE encourage your child to share / read their book
with you ideally each night and write in their reading record.
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Spellings
Children will be given new spellings each half term to learn. Spellings are taken from the Year 2 curriculum and link
directly to the sounds children are learning in their English lessons.

Please support your child to learn their 10 spellings each week. The date of each weekly spelling quiz is located above
each list.

Children can use their homework book to practise writing the words.

Do not worry if your child is struggling at this point in the year. They are also practising spellings in school and they will
gradually become more confident with the process. Perhaps focus on 2 or 3 spellings to begin with until they gain

more confidence.
