Knowsley Council are once again having a £1 school 
lunch day. If you wish your child to have the £1 lunch, 

please pay on Parentpay. You will not be charged if 
your child is entitled to means tested free school 

meals or universal free school meals (Rec to Year 2 
only). If your child is usually a packed lunch but would 

like to try the £1 lunch, that will also be totally fine. 
The children can order their choice on Thursday 

morning in class.
